There followed updates from the various FRECCL ES groups and the usual financial report and
elections of officers.

Asregards, local services, there is advance notice of closures at Manchester Victoria over the
festive period so do check with National Rail Enquiries before travelling during that time. Also,
at Piccadilly, work commences in January to replace the lifts on Platforms 13& 14 which means
theliftswill be out of action for 3 months. There will be step free access on Platform 14 but if
you have mobility or access problems, it again, might be worth contacting Network Rail or the
train company for further information.

The Manchester Recovery Task Forceis currently consulting on plans for the December 2022
timetable which is being re-cast to alleviate the problems and delays on the Castlefield Corridor
through Manchester Oxford Road and Piccadilly. The proposed timetable has a seriously negative
impact on Eccles Station and would mean us losing a number of peak-time servicesincluding
those to Leeds and Chester. Our Service Development Group is looking to make a series of
responses to the plansin order to try to rectify this situation. If you are interested in thisissue or
have any comment, do get in touch (info@freccles.org.uk).
